Summary

Kuzmin E. E. Theories of punishment in international criminal law, or in pursuit of seeking a
metaphysical foundation for imposition of retribution in the international context. — Article.

The present article is positioned as one which provides certain initial judgments on the problem of
searching for the most appropriate theory of punishment in international criminal law.

A pattern has been identified whereby theories of punishment are considered through the prism of
or for specific purposes — as a philosophical basis of punishment or the foundations of punishment, as
elements of justification of punishment or as a tool for establishing the content of the goals of international
criminal justice, as a mean of determining the basic guidelines for sentencing for international crimes and
as a way of defining the objective of international criminal law in general.

It is revealed that the “international philosophy of punishment” is usually based on the so-called “basic
theories of punishment”, which are represented by a wide range of variations and alternatives, starting
with the wrath, “vengeance”, “just deserts” and retribution, continuing with deterrence, incapacitation,
as well as general and special prevention and isolation, and finally ending with conviction, rehabilitation,
reformation and correction.

Given the multidimensional and multifaceted nature of the lively philosophical and legal debates that
are taking place around the subject of theories of punishment, including in international criminal law as
such, it is established that special attention is traditionally focused on attempts to search for the most
convincing arguments in favour of this or that particular theory.
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At the same time, it is noted that there are a number of contradictions that occur not only in the
reflections of different observers among themselves, but also in the considerations of individual specialists
(including examples of ambiguous perception of prevention, fragmentation of retribution, controversy of
retributive punishment, strictness of attitude to rehabilitation as a potential justification for punishment,
ete.).

It is emphasized that there is an urgent and immediate need to formulate a coherent consolidated theory
of punishment in international criminal law and the expediency of achieving this goal through scientific
synthesis and mutual coordination of the existing positions adapted not only to the realities of international
criminal law, but also to the conditions of current challenges.
